NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING 

 Pursuant to the provisions of § 39-1-1 et seq. of the Rhode Island General Laws, as 

amended, the Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) will conduct a hearing on Thursday, 

September 14, 2006 at 9:30 A.M. in the first-floor hearing room of the Public Utilities 

Commission, 89 Jefferson Boulevard, Warwick, Rhode Island.  The hearing may continue 

thereafter from day to day and time to time as required.  

 At this hearing, the Commission will accept public comments concerning a petition filed by 

the George Wiley Center requesting to institute a summer moratorium on residential utility shut-

offs on days when the temperature reaches 90 degrees or above.   The Commission will examine 

the propriety of the petition and determine whether a summer moratorium should be instituted and 

if necessary, a rule change to the current Rules and Regulations Governing the Termination of 

Residential Electric, Gas and Water Utility Service.   

 The petition is available for examination at the Commission’s office, 89 Jefferson 

Boulevard, Warwick, Rhode Island.  The petition and related documents in the docket can also be
