NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

Pursuant to the provisions of the Rhode Island General Laws §§39-1-1, 39-3-11and 42-46-6, as amended, the Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) will conduct a hearing on Thursday, December 18, 2008 at 11:00 A.M. in Hearing Room A of the Public Utilities Commission, located at 89 Jefferson Boulevard, Warwick, Rhode Island.  The hearing may continue thereafter from day to day and time to time as required. 

In this docket, the Commission will examine the propriety of a filing submitted by the Pascoag Utility District’s (“Pascoag”) seeking approval of its 2009 Demand Side Management Program (“DSM”) and services with an overall projected budget of $115,000.  The budged includes a legislative mandated charge of $0.0023 per kWh for application in the billings months of January through December 2009 to fund a DSM program and renewable energy resources.  Additionally, the Commission will undertake a review of Pascoag’s system reliability and energy efficiency and conservation procurement pursuant to R.I. General Laws §39-1-27.7 and supply procurement portfolio pursuant to §39-1-27.8.
