The Blackstone Valley Tourism Council a non-profit 501 (c) (3) agency is requesting a
rate change for the Blackstone Valley Explorer, Intrastate Certificate #:W-1161, for the
2016 season. The Blackstone Valley Explorer has public tours scheduled on Sundays
at 1PM, 2PM, 3PM and 4PM from May 8--October 30 in Central Falls, Pawtucket,
East Providence and Woonsocket.

The Blackstone Valley Tourism Council has not requested a rate change in 10 years.
Since that date there has been a reduction in capacity from 49 passengers to 40 due
to the weight change by the Coast Guard, an increase in labor and maintenance costs,
and the cost of moving the Explorer to the four sites has sharply risen. The Blackstone
Valley Explorer does not provide a lifeline service and has one day a week for Public
Tours and provides special events, charters and educational tours the rest of the week.

The Blackstone Valley Tourism Council is requesting a rate change of an Adult ticket
price of $12.00 and a Child/Senior ticket price of $10. For on line ticket purchases
there is a processing charge of $1.00 and a contribution of $1.00 to the Blackstone
Valley Heritage Environmental Trust Fund.
