ORDER

WHEREAS, On June 12, 2001, the Valley Gas Company and Bristol & Warren

Gas Company ("Company") filed a proposal with the Public Utilities Commission

("Commission") to establish a new Very Large Firm Transportation Service ("VLT") tariff

for effect July 12, 2001; 1 and

WHEREAS, The proposed VLT service will provide a transportation service

alternative that complements the Company's existing Contracted High Load Factor sales

service for large-volume high load factor industrial customers; and

WHEREAS, The proposed VLT service will be offered to commercial and/or

industrial customers who can demonstrate the capability to consume 600,000 Ccf or more of

gas per year and contract for the purchase and delivery of natural gas from a third-party; and

WHEREAS, On June 26, 2001, the Division of Public Utilities and Carriers filed a

memorandum indicating that it had reviewed the Company's tariff filing, found the VLT

tariff to be reasonable and non-discriminatory to the customers in the Company's service

area, and endorsed the proposal; and

WHEREAS, At an open meeting held July 11, 2001, the Commission considered

the Company's VLT tariff proposal, found it to be reasonable and in the best interest of the

ratepayers, and approved the tariff filing.



Accordingly, it is

(16726) ORDERED:

That the tariff filing to establish a new Very Large Firm Transportation Service by

Valley Gas Company and Bristol & Warren Gas Company is hereby approved effective July

12, 2001.
